Almost three months have passed since | went to Cambodia and Thailand in this August. As time went by, | did not get

the feeling that something in me has ¢ hanged. But there are a lot of obvious changes of course. To give one example: My
tanned skin is now again as white as it was before. The only thing | really feel sad about is that my memories and

thoughts had just after coming back to Japan are getting th  inner and thinner very fast. So was it meaningless to go
there?

for that. One is that by going there, Cambodia and Thailand, places which once felt very far away not only
geographically but also psychologically, seem to be much closer now. Before | went there, all | knew about the minefield

at the border or the activities of the NPOs was what | had read in newspapers, seen on photos or heard from other
people. But by going there, | was able to experience the heat, the peculiar smell, the minefield and other things with my

own senses. For me, the best experience was talking to the natives and the people from the NPO, because when | spoke
to them fo r the first time, there lot of things | realized. The most surprising oh these for me was that the people there

and the people from the NPO were not very different from me or my friends in Japan. Of course, the language they

speak, the places where they li ve and the whole environment there are very different, but when | started to talk with

t hem, I realized that the way they think, their values,
friends at home. By going to Cambodia and Thaila nd, | have also come to realize how good and save
my life in Japan actually is. This experience also encourages me to take my life seriously and

live a full and joyful life. So | want to give my best at GLOBE PROJECT and would be very happy if

my efforts w ould help people in Cambodia and Thailand.
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In Cambodia, | had a great time and large experienced. At the noon we hired a tuk -tuk driver to take me to S -21 and the Killing Fields in
Phnom Penh. | had been dreading this afternoon for a whil e arisgahd h
slaughtering rem ained at these sites and knew | was going to be facing some graphic realities but decided it was important in

understanding Cambodia and its history. The Killing Fields was the first stop, 14km out of town. This was where the Khmer Rou ge
brought people to kill them. There have been 129 mass graves found here and 89 of those have been dug up to reveal the bodies of men
women and babies of all ages. At the site you can see the graves and there is clear signage with details of the victims found inside.

Walking around the site it is possible to see clothing appearing from the ground, left there from the upturned soil during the grave digs.

There is a tree still standing where they used to hit the babies to kill them and many of the weapons used for the murders s till remain in
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the small museum on site. A monument to the victims stands within the grounds containing the skulls of thousands of victims. It
hard to put into words how tragic it is and to visit the site makes it all too real. We went from here to S-21 - the prison used to house
people before they were sent to the killing fields, where they were tortured. S~ -21 is an old school and was turned into this nightmare of a
prison by the Khmer Rouge. The metal bed frames where victims were tied in prison li ke cells made of the divided class rooms still remain
here. It is an eerie experience walking through here while the sun shines in from outside and the torture implements still la y on the
ground. Some of the rooms are filled with photographs of the victims , presumable taken by the Khmer Rouge to keep track of their

O0progressd. Again, it is hard to find words for this ex plemdnbarsoe
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clearly. During the inspection | heard a lot of sad sto  ries of people affected by the ongoing issue of landmines that the Khmer Rouge laid out haphazardly
during the war and their occupation, also by the brutality of the Khmer Rouge where families were torn apart and now the issu e of HIV. Cambodia has one of t he
highest rates of HIV rates in the world and as a result there are many children without parents and suffering from the diseas e themselves. The poverty here is
